FEPNF Gastrointestinal injury of the stomach, small bowel, colon, or
rectum can be due to blunt or penetrating trauma. Injuries range
from minor bruising to complete devascularization for blunt
injuries and small perforations to destructive injuries for
penetrating mechanisms. Associated solid organ injury is
common.
